WHY SPAY OR NEUTER MY PET?

Many people are hesitant to spay or neuter their pets, believing that:

· their children should experience the miracle of birth by watching their pets give birth;

· pets will suffer emotionally from being neutered or spayed;

· puppies and kittens are fun to have around the house;

· there is no harm done by having a litter of kittens or puppies.

The TRUTH is that:

· Children need to learn that parenting is an important responsibility, not that it is easy, fun, and without consequences.

· Thousands of unspayed female dogs suffer and die of starvation and birth complications in a lonely pregnancy and delivery.

· Male cats and dogs that are not neutered are more likely to get injured in fights, wander onto other people’s property, and bite people.

· A litter of puppies or kittens demands a lot of time and care, and rapidly turns into 6 or more expensive dogs or cats who need homes, food, and vaccinations.

· Many puppies or kittens advertised as “Free to a Good Home” often go to research labs or dog fighters where they suffer a cruel fate.

· Thousands of puppies and kittens die of starvation, abuse and neglect because they are abandoned to fend for themselves.

· One unspayed female cat, her mate, and all of their offspring, producing 2 litters per year with less than 3 surviving kittens per litter, can result in over 11,000 kittens in just 5 years, and over 11 Million in 9 years.

If your application is approved, we will mail to you a Certificate along with a list of participating veterinarians who will accept the certificate and bill the Humane Society. Your Responsibilities:

When you receive your certificate, you must contact one of the participating veterinary clinics on the list that comes with the certificate to make an appointment within the authorized time period.

NOTE:  Other veterinarians that are not on the list may charge you more than Hart County Humane Society will pay, and you will be responsible for those charges.

At the time of surgery you MUST:

1. Give the certificate to the clinic.

2. Provide WRITTEN PROOF of current vaccinations your pet has had.  Rabies vaccination is required before spay/neuter surgery.  If your pet has not been vaccinated, rabies vaccination will be included under the certificate. An additional clinic visit may be required.

3. Pay any additional charges to the clinic for in-heat or pregnant animals or missed appointments. 

4. Allow the veterinarian to treat your pet for flea and tick infestation at your expense if they arrive in a condition harmful to their health.

5. Pay any additional charges to the clinic for optional services you may choose, i.e.; pre-op blood work, feline leukemia test or vaccine, heartworm test or prevention, extra pain medication, IV fluids, etc.

Dogs must be leashed, and cats must be confined in a carrier upon arrival at the clinic for surgery. The Veterinarian reserves the right to postpone surgery if the animal is not healthy enough to undergo the surgery.

Participation in this program is strictly voluntary. Hart County Humane Society assumes no responsibility for the health of your pet or for the outcome of the surgery. 

NO REFUNDS WILL BE ISSUED FOR UNUSED OR EXPIRED CERTIFICATES.
